From Portal V6.1 on WAS 6.1

Run standard WAS upgrade/migration

From Portal V6.1 on WAS 7.0

‘upgrade’ Portal V6.1 to Portal V7.0, replacing Portal binaries, but re-using existing DBs
and configs.

What is Portal Farming ?

Features of Portal Farming ..

A series of identically configured, standalone portal instances

No managed cell, no clustering, no DMGR

Workload management handled using any load balancer

HTTP Server plugin can be used with manual configuration

Can more easily mix/match maintenance levels

Extremely simple to grow/shrink capacity based on demand
Limitation of Portal Farming

No distributed cache management*

No distributed EJB usage

No synchronized configuration (without the aid of file system utilities)

No coordinated task scheduling

No cluster-scoped administrative actions
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Farming Scenario

Ability to share the profile
Configure profile with hosthame aliased in local hosts file

Mutable files and directories are configured to reside outside the profile Log and
temp directories

Simply start a portal instance on a new server out of the shared filesystem
Admin actions performed and applications deployed on one server

Servers have to be restarted to pick up changes/new application update
